7. Teams in each group will play matches amongst themselves, ensuring that each team gets 

to play at least 2 league matches.
8. The winning team will be awarded 2 points. In case of a �e, a super over will be played. If 

the match is cancelled, both teams will get 1 point each.
9. 9 . Top team from each group of 3 teams will qualify for the quarter finals .. only Semis and 

final wll be of 20 overs
10. The umpire's decision will be final during the match. For any other ma�ers, the organizing 

commi�ee's decision will be final and binding.

Pickleball

Team Composition (per State)

• Each state can send a maximum of 5 players.

3. Mixed Doubles 
4. Women’s Singles

League Stage

• Each player/team will play a minimum of 3 league matches.
• States will be divided into groups for the league stage.
• Top players/teams from each group qualify for the knockout 
       stage.

Match Format

• Matches will be played in a Best of 3 games (sets) format
• Each game is played to 11 points, win by 2 (as per standard 
       pickleball rules).
•  If both sides win 1 game each, a deciding 3rd game will be 
       played (to 11, win by 2).

Two teams of six players compete on a court divided by a net.The objec�ve is to score points by 

grounding the ball on the opponent's court or capitalizing on faults.

The game begins with a serve from behind the playing area, over the net to the opponent's side.

• Ball contact

Each team can touch the ball up to three �mes a�er it's served before sending it back over the net. A 

block does not count as a touch. The ball must not hit the floor on your side of the court. Players can 

use any part of their body to contact the ball, using techniques such as bumping, se�ng, or spiking.

• Scoring

A match typically consists of three or five sets. To win a set, a team must reach 25 points with at least 

a two-point lead. If a fi�h set is played, the target score is 15 points with a two-point advantage. The 

team that wins the required number of sets wins the match. But the number of points for a set or 

number of sets will be decided as per the number of team entries for the tournament.

• Faults and viola�ons

Common faults include touching the net (with some excep�ons), reaching over the net illegally, 

stepping over the centerline, blocking or a�acking the serve, illegal subs�tu�ons, and illegally 

contac�ng the ball (scooping, holding, li�ing, or pushing). A double fault occurs when both teams 

commit fouls simultaneously, resul�ng in a replay.

• Time-outs and subs�tu�ons

Teams are allowed two 30-second �me-outs per set, requested by the captain or coach. Each team 

can make up to 12 subs�tu�ons per set, with star�ng players allowed to re-enter the game in their 

original posi�on.

16.   In case of penalty shootout, 5 penal�es will be given to each team, if the match s�ll isn't 

decided then sudden death will be there to decide the match.
